According to the magazine's sources, at

least four flights with about 140 Saudis,
including roughly two-dozen members of the
bin Laden family, flew to Saudi Arabia that
week without even being interviewed or
interrogated by the FBI.

Clarke, who headed the counter terrorism
security group of the National Security
Council, said he does not now recall who
initiated the request for approval. He said it
was probably either the FBI or the State
Department, both of which have denied
playing any such role.
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
